Herb Brooks Spooner Summer Camp: (Annually, June 19 - 23, 2011) 
About 65 inner-city youth attend a one-week resident hockey skills and leadership camp at Spooner Ice Center and Sports Complex at no cost to the participants. The camp includes, on and off-ice skill development, leadership and character development, recreational activities include bowling, canoeing, campfires, swimming, etc. Supervision provided by Mpls. Police and HBF staff. Participants receive on and off-ice coaching instruction, instruction on leadership, character development and talks on many subjects related to individual responsibility, growth and success in life.

Herbie’s Heroes Spooner Camp: (Annually, August 7 - 11, 2011) 
About 65 military youth attend a one-week resident hockey skills and leadership camp at Spooner Ice Center and Sports Complex at no cost to the participants. The camp includes, on and off-ice skill development, leadership and character development, recreational activities including bowling, canoeing, campfires, swimming, etc. Participants receive on and off-ice coaching instruction, instruction on leadership, character development and talks on many subjects related to individual responsibility, growth and success in life.

Herbie’s Heroes Super Rink Camp: (Annually, August 2011) 
About 65 youth hockey players of military families with one or both parents actively deployed in combat areas are scholarshipped to our second annual three-day camp at the Herb Brooks Rink on the campus of the National Sports Center, Blaine, MN. Participants receive on and off-ice coaching instruction, classroom instruction on character development and talks on many subjects related to individual responsibility, growth and success in life. Participants receive on-ice coaching instruction, instruction on leadership, character development and talks on many subjects related to individual responsibility, growth and success in life.

Herbie’s Heroes Celebrity Game: (Annually July) Herbies Heroes camp concludes with a Celebrity Game and family gathering for a lunch and opportunity to meet and get autographs from the celebrity players.
Minnesota Advanced-15 Camp: (Annually, July 6 - 9, 2011) 
Herb Brooks Foundation elite pre-National Training Camp at National Sports Center, Blaine, MN. 30 of the top advanced 15-year-olds identified by USA Hockey and Minnesota Hockey train with HBF instructors, Division-I and Division-III Minnesota college and university coaches as well as a staff of former NHL players who fine-tune the players just prior to the national advanced-15 tournament.
Minnesota Miracle AAA Program: (Annually, April - September) 
One word sums up the Miracle’s approach to hockey training and development: balance. The program balances practices with games, on-ice with off-ice training, highly structured with highly informal training, but most importantly the Miracle program balances the time commitment to receive top-level summer hockey training with the opportunity for the young athlete to pursue other summer sports and activities. Participants receive on and off ice coaching instruction, instruction on leadership, character development and talks on many subjects related to individual responsibility, growth and success in life.

Minnesota Miracle European Skills Camp: (Annually, July 18 – 23, 2011) 
Individual skill development camp taught by the top European player development coaches. Training the way Herb would train and teach individual skill development today.
